Kazdodennost perspektivou skolnich prament

Cesky skolni dé&jepis se v pievazné mife zaméfuje na vjznamné udélosti, mista a je-
dince. Rozsidhlou sumu téchto dat nasledné organizuje dle chronologického a geo-
grafického klice. V déjepisném podani utvareji historicky vyvoj ¢asto neosobni pro-
cesy (industrializace, krize, revoluce), jez omezuji déjinotvorny vyznam jedince.
V roli aktéra tak mnohdy vystupuji kvazi-postavy', které sice ptivodné vznikly jako
pojmové abstrakce (feudalismus, stat, narod, trida aj.), ale jelikoz se o nich vypra-
vi, ziskavaji jako aktéri punc historické skutecnosti. Déjepis zprostredkuje zakiim
minulost v rimci linedrniho historického ¢asu. Tuto predstavu ¢asu si Zaci osvojuji
prostrednictvim chronologické osy. Plynuti historie rytmizuji predevsim zmény na
arovni politickych a hospodarskych déjin. Pokud do historie vstupuji jednotlivci,
@ jsou to povétsinou politici, umélci ¢i vale¢nici. Historickd zména je jen okrajoveé @
predstavena na trovni kazdodenniho zivota. Prevladajici zameéreni déjepisu ilustru-
ji stavajici ucebnice déjepisu, konkrétni skolni vzdélavaci programy dostupné on-
-line a tfeba také digitalni ucebni materialy, které ve velkém rozsahu vytvareli sami
ucitelé v ramci projektu EU Penize skoldm. Kazdodennost se v kontextu déjepisného
poznani objevuje zfidka. U¢ebnicové fada nakladatelstvi Fortuna Lidé v déjindch, kte-
ra se pokusila tento pristup k minulosti zohlednit, se v praxi pfili$ neprosadila.?

V historiografii probéhla v druhé poloviné minulého stoleti rada diskuzi a meto-
dologickych inovaci, jez vyzdvihly kazdodennost jako jedno z klicovych témat his-
torického poznani. Soucasné klady daraz na lidovou kulturu, aktérsky pohled na
déjiny zdola, genderové vztahy ¢i promeény zivotniho stylu. Tato témata a perspek-
tivy slouzily v kontextu historiografie ¢asto ke kritice dominantnich paradigmat,
jez zatuhla do podoby rutinizované ,normalni védy*“.> Metodologicky posun se nesl
ve sméru antropologizace historické védy, odklonu od velkych vypravéni a kritiky
ideologie. Ve vztahu ke skolnimu déjepisu je nezbytné klast si otazku, jak se tyto

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kritiky a inovace historické védy odrazily voborové didaktice, predstavujici jedno ze
zazemi, z nichz vychazi konkrétni vyuka historie na skolach.

Didaktika déjepisu tyto podnéty zohlednila. Kurikularni reformy otevrely ve
svétovém metitku prostor k reflexi a reformulaci cilit déjepisného vzdélavani. Do-
$lo k odklonu od jednostranné reprodukce faktografie a velkych vypravéni smérem
k rozvoji dovednosti, jez mtizeme rdmcové charakterizovat jako historickou gra-
motnost.* Proménu vychodisek skolniho déjepisu prikladné ilustruje koncept his-
torického védomi, ktery v rimci didaktiky rozpracoval Hans-Jiirgen Pandel.’ Tento
némecky didaktik rozvrhl pojem historického védomi do sedmi podvojnych katego-
rif. Déjepisné vzdélavani ma zaky vést k tomu, aby tyto kategorie rozlisovali, nebot

pravé jejich prostfednictvim se dle Pandela vytvari vztah k historii a rozviji se schop-
nost historicky myslet.

Pravé kazdodennost predstavuje z didaktické perspektivy vhodny prostor pro
rozvoj dovednosti, které zakladaji historickou gramotnost. Obdobné jako v histo-
riografii mizeme charakterizovat diiraz na kazdodenni praxi jako inovativni tGhel
pohledu na historii, ktery dopliuje tradi¢ni ptistupy k politickym ¢i ndrodnim déji-
nam a pfibéhtim vyznamnych jedinct. Pojem, ktery je i vramci historiografie mnoho-
znacny, vak vyzaduje pro potteby didaktické aplikace metodologické vymezeni.

Jedno z moznych ohnisek této nutné redukce predstavuje pojeti historického
Casu. Prostfednictvim témat z kazdodennosti mtize ucitel zakiim ukazat historii jako
opakovéani béznych udalosti a tkond. Tento dtraz na repetitivni struktury vytvari
prostor pro alternativu k tradi¢nimu pojeti historického casu, jez je zalozeno na vyji-
mecnych udélostech, které utvareji dynamiku politickych déjin. Linearitu chronolo-

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gické osy lze ve vyuce doplnit predstavou cyklického casu. Kazdodennost zaméruje
pozornost zaki na to, co se opakuje. Zaci maji p¥ilezitost vnimat historickou zmé-
nu nejen jako politicky zlom ¢i ekonomickou krizi, ale i v kontextu kazdodenniho
jednani. Tato perspektiva mé z didaktického hlediska pfinos predevsim v tom, ze
motivuje k zdjmu o historii. Zaci jsou konfrontovani s déjinami v kontextech, jez
znaji a sami prozivaji (lidé se tehdy jinak oblékali, méli jinou predstavu o pri¢inach
nemoci, jinak méfili ¢as, jinak jedli a bydleli, méli odlisny vztah k détem atp.). Vyuka
historie postupuje od blizkého (kazdodennost) k vzdalenému (politické déjiny).

Jako aplikovana véda klade didaktika d@iraz na modelového recipienta, odhadu-
je jeho horizont o¢ekavani a modeluje poznavaci situace, jez mohou vést k napInéni
vzdélavacich cil@ odvozenych z kurikula. Z této perspektivy mtizeme pojem kazdo-
dennosti vztdhnout ke kontexttim, v jejichz rdmci se zaci socializuji do spole¢nosti.
U vétsiny z nich lze predpokladat, ze v bézném zivoté ziskali zkuSenost se socidlni
praxi v ramci rodiny a skoly. Pravé v téchto kontextech mize byt konfrontace s his-
torizovanou (tedy jinou) kazdodennosti didakticky produktivni, nebot Zaci snaze
postfehnou, v ¢em se dobova socidlni praxe lisi od jejich vlastnich zkuSenosti.

Kazdodennost byva i v kontextu historiografie ¢asto spojovana s perspektivou tzv.
obycejnych lidi. Pohled zdola ukazuje historii jinak nez politické déjiny. Tato aktér-
ska perspektiva a rdmec kazdodennosti se i v kontextu déjepisu jevi didakticky pro-
duktivni, nebot zaktim zprostredkuje historii jako néco blizkého. Ti ji pak nemusi
vnimat jen jako autonomni sféru, v niz aktivné jednaji pouze vyznamni jedinci (poli-
tici, umélci, vojevtidci, vynalezci). Perspektiva kazdodennosti se dotyka i béznych lidi
ajejich ,,obycejnych zivotd“. Pokud si zici uvédomi, ze se $kolou predivané historické
poznani dotyka téz jejich zitého svéta, Ze se néjak odrazi v pribéhu rodiny a v promé-
nach mista, kde ziji, pak se vjrazné zvysuje zajem o predmeét. Stfet s odlisSnou kazdo-
dennosti, jez navic zameéruje pozornost na aktéry z rodinného ¢i skolniho prostredi,
vzbuzuje u zak otazky, které maze ucitel efektivné vyuzit v navazujici praci.

Nyni se tyto obecné Givahy pokusim prakticky demonstrovat na vyuziti pramenti,
které vychazeji ze skolniho prostredi. Typy pramenti skolni provenience jsou pomeér-
né pestré. Ucitel miize vyuzit fotografie (ze skolniho archivu ¢i pamétnickych zdro-
j@), skolni kroniky, ucebnice déjepisu a pripadné téz svédectvi pamétnika (nékdej-
Sich zaka ¢i ucitelr). Tento vycet zdaleka neni konec¢ny. Zachycuje bézné dostupné
prameny. V pripadé potfeby ¢i moznosti Ize vyuzit i dalsi zdroje (staré sesity ¢i Skolni
obrazy). Diilezita je pfitom vazba na konkrétni $kolu. Pravé moznost ztotoznéni se
s mistem zesiluje didakticky efekt prace se Skolnimi prameny. Pro ilustraci jsem zvo-
lil Narodni skolu Jana Amose Komenského v Pisku, ktera byla zrusena v roce 2002,
a zaméril jsem pozornost na obdobi stalinismu.°
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Téma kazdodennosti mGzeme promitnout do konkrétniho mista. S pomoci do-
bovych snimki exteriéru i interiéru Ize ilustrovat historickou zménu v prostorovém
ramci. V popisné fazi zaci urcuji rozdily, v interpretacni fazi kladou otazky, které
vyplyvaji ze zjisténych promeén skoly. Ucitel tento proces moderuje. Pro préci s pro-
storem Skoly mazeme ilustrativné vyuzit pasaz ze skolni kroniky, v niz feditel skoly
popisuje vnitini vjzdobu budovy ve skolnim roce 1952/1953. Tento popis interiéru
a zafizeni skoly mohou Zaci srovnat se sou¢asnym stavem. S pomoci internetu patra-
ji po v§znamu redlii, které jim nejsou znamé. Na zakladé zjisténych zmén pak zkou-
maji historicky kontext a pric¢iny posunt. Postupuji tedy od blizkého k vzdalenému.
Pozorovani historickych promén zndmého mista je motivuje k z4jmu o ,velkou* his-
torii, ktera tyto zmény zapficinila.

»Prazdninova péce o zdarny chod skoly projevila se i ve vyzdobé skoly. V priijezdu skoly
DEci s. RiiZickové je rudy ndpis: Za Skolu radostnou, bojovnou, vlasteneckou, za skolu socia-
listickou. A u tohoto ndpisu je privétivy obraz délnika, ktery s knihou v ruce, s tismévem vitd
prichozi. Pod schodistém na velké Cerné tabuli s ndapisem (ktery znaji déti z biografu) se za-
pisuji denni vyznacné uddlosti podle rozhlasu ¢i Rudého prava.Na odpocivadle na schodi-
Sti je busta Stalinova v mnoZstvi kvétin a ndpis: Stalinovo slovo — podnécuje pracujici. Pod
ndpisem je ndznak knihy, nad planouci pochodné. Na chodbé v prvnim poschodi je busta
s. prezidenta Gottwalda na pozadi vlajek nasi a sovetské. Ruda barva sviti radosti a odva-
hou. V druhém poschodi je na zdi ndznak husitského stitu s cepem, ndznak ¢sl. znaku s poza-
dim hvézdy (odznak vzorného vojina) s napisem: K obrané vlasti pfipraven! Pfipomind ndm
husitskou tradici v husitském Pisku, heslo pionyrii. V kazdém poschodi jsou na chodbdch
nové vitriny. Plni je casové uddlosti. Pak jsou tu pripominky o AlSovi, ktery pred 8o lety chodil
do této budovy, jsou tu obrdzky z rekreace déti, pionyrské dopisy, odpovédi redakci na dotazy,
pomiicky z kabinetu, archeologické ndlezy déti na Paksovce (Morusovém vrchu) a jiné.’

Skolni kronika ¢asto nabizi prostor pro konfrontaci s jednanim, které zaky pte-
kvapi a vyvola u nich otazky. V dotcené kronice z Pisku nalezneme kuprikladu zapis
o dékovném dopise, ktery zaktim zaslala Statni bezpec¢nost: ,,Okresni oddéleni statni
bezpecnosti poslalo pionyriim dopis, oceriujici bdélost a ostraZitost, vzbuzenou v détech po-
litickou vychovou ve skole. (Déti upozornily SNB na clovéka, vyptavajictho se ndpadné na
Jitex).“* Didakticky potencial tohoto pramene tkvi v provizanosti s konkrétnim mis-

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tem. Z4ci si uvédomuji, ze kronika popisuje udalosti, ke kterym doslo na jejich skole.
Tato vazba m4 silny motivac¢ni efekt a ucitel ji maze vyuzit k navazujicimu vykladu
o charakteru spole¢nosti v dobé stalinismu, dobovém vyznamu Bezpecnosti, roli
Skoly v tzv. politické vychové, mutize iniciovat patrani po osudech dot¢eného muze
a zaku, kteri informovali SNB.

Kronika pisecké skoly zachycuje v kontextu padesatych let i dalsi praktiky, které
mohou vzbudit zajem zaka. Na dotcené skole vnikl diky aktivitim reditele Josefa
Levého prirodovédecky krouzek, ktery se od skolniho roku 1949/1950 vénoval chovu
bource morusového. Tento projekt, jenz mél pomoci socialistickému hospodarstvi,
mél ideologicky podtext a promitl se i do prostoru mésta, nebot diky nému vznikl
morusovy sad v lokalité PakSovka (zaci a ucitelé vysazeli o brigddach 1 300 moruso-
vych stromk): ,Jako jind léta i letos péstoval s. 1. Levy s pfirodoveédeckym krouzkem za
velmi di¢inné pomoci s. Sramka bource morusového. Letos méli veliky tispéch. Na morusové
listi mohly chodit déti jiZ také na Paksovku, kde jsou jiz nékteré stromky vzrostlejsi.“’Atrak-
tivitu tématu posiluje skutecnost, Ze informace o chovu bource jsou v kronice dopl-
nény fotografiemi, které zachycuji feditele Levého a zaky pri péci o housenky a téz
pracovni pionyrsky oddil pfi okopavani morusi na Paksovce. Snimky jsou doplnény
komentari, jez zdiraznuji budovatelsky étos projektu a zasazuji vyjevy do dobového
ideologického ramce: ,,Zni zpév a smich nds po kraji, zni v kazdy smer a kout, tam, kde se
kosy blyskaji, i kde ziis ocel kout.“!°

Obdobné hutnd pramennd kompozice (pisemny zaznam, fotografie, dvé kon-
krétni lokality) se mtze ukazat jako efektivni pro navazujici aktivity. Uc¢itel mtze vy-
uzit pripadné pamétniky, aby prameny konfrontoval s osobnim svédectvim nékdej-
Sich zakt. Takova poznavaci situace mtize byt pro zaky velmi atraktivni. Na hledani
pamétnika se mohou sami podilet. Pro potteby ilustrativni sondy jsem vedl rozho-
vor s panem K. E. (narozen 1941), ktery ve $skolnim roce 1952/1953 navstévoval patou
tfidu tehdejsi ndrodni skoly. Ptal jsem se ho, zda se néjak ticastnil chovu bource mo-
rusového:,No samoziejmé, vzdyt jsem byl patak. Pataci museli denné rano chodit sbirat
morusovy listi. To se chodilo do Husova parciku anebo na Paksovku, na PakSovsky vrch,
kde byl vysazeny novy morusovy sad. To jesté zdaleka nebyla Paksovka zastavénd. Dole bylo
zahradnictvi @ mocdl a nahote na vrsku se péstovaly moruse. A feditel Levy, ultrapravy fe-
ditel Levy, ndm jako oznamil, Ze se tam bude péstovat bourec morusovy, Ze republika nemad
hedvabi a Ze se musime snazit dat republice vic hedvabi. Tak zrusil nase Satny, my jsme se
svlikali a oblikalive tfidach, a v téch Satndch nechal udélat regaly, byla v nich néjaka slama
nebo hobliny a na tom byly ty hnusny housenky, ktery tam chroupaly to listi, byly strasné

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zravy, museli jsme jim dvakrat denné nosit lupent, méli jsme ranni sménu a odpoledni sme-
nu. Nds to bavilo, protozZe jsme se ulili z uceni a lezli po stromech. Ale jinak jsme jesté moc
nechdpali, proc se to déld a na co se to déld. On to délal, aby se zviditelnil.“!

Svédectvi pamétnika ukazuje chov bource v jiném svétle. Méni se perspektiva
i vyznéni celé situace. V rozporu s kronikou se ukazuje, ze chov nebyl zilezitos-
ti krouzku, ale Ze se na ném podstatnou mérou podilela cela $kola. Skutec¢nost, ze
se prameny neshoduji, je z didaktického hlediska produktivni, nebot tento rozpor
vzbuzuje dalsi otazky a obnazuje 3irsi kontexty celé situace. Skolni kazdodennost
otevira v pripadé vyuziti pamétnikd zajimavé moznosti, jak vyuku propojit i s ro-
dinnou pameéti. Rodice i prarodice chodili do $koly a mohou zaktim (i mimo mistni
kontext konkrétni skoly) poskytnout zajimavé informace o tom, jak se socidlni pro-
stfedi skoly ménilo. Vzpominani perspektivou skoly pfitom neni tak konfrontac¢ni
jako oralnéhistorické projekty, které se zameéruji na politickd témata (rok 1968, nor-
maliza¢ni provérky, rok 1989).

Jednotlivé skolni kroniky nabizeji konkrétni témata, jez mtize ucitel vyuzit. Vaz-
ba na misto predstavuje pfivolbé tématu dtilezitou okolnost, které se mtize odrazit
v zaméreni vyuky. Pokud se v jejim ramci zaméfujeme na stalinismus, pak bychom
perspektivou politickych déjin hledali témata, jez jsou dostatecné reprezentativni
pro celou spole¢nost. Dliraz na kazdodennost a vazba ke konkrétnimu mistu nés
sméruje k tomu, abychom volili témata ve vztahu k celku tfeba marginalni, ale pfi-
tomna v lokalnich pramenech. Reditel Narodni $koly J. A. Komenského v Pisku Jo-
sef Levy kladl vyjimec¢ny daraz na otdzku naboZzenstvi, jak doklddaji jeho zapisy ve
S$kolni kronice. NdboZenstvi je zde vénovano hned nékolik zdznam{, které pomérné
oteviené hovoii o postoji skoly k otazkam viry a cirkevniho zivota.,NdboZenska vy-
chova je nepovinnym predmeétem. Je ji vyucovano v poslednich vyucovacich hodindch nebo
v prazdném piildnu. O ndboZenské otdzce bylo mnoho diskutovano, nebot politicky smer
nasi republiky nemd zdjem na vyucovdni tomuto predmétu. Ucitelé maji zaujmout jasné
stanovisko k naboZenské otdzce. Je zajimavé, Ze u nas je jeste mnoho ucitelil s naboZenskym
vyzndnim, dokonce katolici, kteii ,véfi“. Nestaci ¢ihostsky zdzrak, nestaci procesy s opaty
a fardfi. A preci by stacilo precist Palackého Déjiny, nebo se jen peclivé pfipravit na hodinu
vyucovani déjepisu, tak jasné a srozumitelné dnes hovori ucebnice, které maji déti v rukou.
V Pisku, mésté kdysi husitském, kde zil Mikulds Biskupec, vedouci ideolog taboril, kde Zil
Matéj Louda z Chlumcan, fecnik poselstva na snému v Basileji, jsou jesté dnes ucitelé, ktefi
vidi déjiny o¢ima Pekaiovyma a Masarykovyma.“'?

Zaznamy zretelné ukazuji, ze Skolni vedeni vyvijelo tlak na zaky i ucitele, aby se
odklonili od ndboZenské viry, ¢i alesponi prestali chodit do kostela. Zaky mtize zaji-

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mat, jak byla tato protindbozenska vychova tspésna a kolika déti se tykala. Potfebné
informace nam opét mtize poskytnout kronika, v niz nalezneme zdznamy o vyzna-
ni zakd. Ve skolnim roce 1951/1952 navstévovalo skolu pres 450 zakt, z nichz bylo
jen sedm bez vyznani. Pfevladali katolici (393), dalsi skupinu predstavovali Zaci or-
ganizovani v Ceskoslovenské cirkvi (39) a ¢esti bratii (15). Situace tak byla odlisna
od dnesni skoly, kde jednozna¢né prevladaji zaci bez vyznani. Zaci maji piilezitost
promyslet souvislosti a pri¢iny vyrazné historické promeény (sekularizace a ateizace
spole¢nosti), jez pred nimi v lokalnim kontextu vystupuje.

Reditel Levy pomérné oteviené popisoval strategie, které $kola vyuzivala k tomu,
aby oslabila zajem zakt o vyuku nabozenstvi: ,S détmi, které nenavstevuyi hodiny kato-
lického nabozenstvi, chodi s. ucitelé v té dobé na vychdazky s mici, na vystavy, procitaji s nimi
zajimavé stati z knih, zaméstndvaji je pfi tiidnich nasténkdch a podobne; je to zameérné
taZeni proti tmdr'stvi.“"® Stiipky prament se zajimavé propojuji a vytvareji komplex-
néjsi predstavu o socialnim prostiedi $koly v obdobi stalinismu. Zaci si mohou uveé-
domit $irsi souvislosti vyuky nabozenstvi, kdyz je kuprikladu napadne, aby zapojili
perspektivu rodic¢ti. Mohou se navazné ptat vlastnich prarodic, jak vypadala situa-
ce u nich na skole a zda je néjak ovlivnil protinabozensky smeér vyuky, jenz pisecka
kronika bohate¢ ilustruje: ,Byly okopdany moruse na Paksovce. Pfi této praci byly nalezeny
strepy z archeologickych nadob. Archeolog s. feditel Dubsky oznacil tyto ndlezy za 700 let
staré. Ucitelé méli moznost promlouvati s détmi o praddvnych dobdch predkrestanskych.
Moznost mluvit i o ndbozenstvi jako vymyslu lidském, ndstroji mocnych a vykofistujicich.“'

Vzhledem k hutné pramenné kompozici se nim opét otevird prostor pro za-
pojeni dalsich prament. Dosud jsme nezminili dobové ucebnice, s jejichz pomoci
muiizeme modelovat efektivni poznavaci situace."” Téma ndbozenské vychovy a ideo-
logické persvaze je v dobovych textech samozfejmé pfitomno. Mizeme vyuzit ku-
prikladu ucebnici vlastivédy pro 4. ro¢nik narodnich skol, ktera byla ve skolnim roce
1952/1953 vyuzivana ve Skolni praxi. S tématem, jak vyplynulo ze skolni kroniky, sou-
visi pasaz ucebnice vénovana dobé Karla IV.: ,Nejvice nadrZoval Karel IV. cirkvi.

Ukazka dokresluje dobovy zptsob déjepisného vykladu, ktery byl spojen s ideo-
logickou intenci-vychovou k ateismu a k tfidni nenavisti. Pokud chce ucitel tato do-
bova specifika zvyraznit, mtiZe praci s pramenem spojit s ikolem, aby Zaci porovnali
dobovy text se soucasnou ucebnici déjepisu, popsali rozdily a vysvétlili je s ohledem
na promeény historického kontextu. Na toto rozsireni tématu mutze navazat vyklad
o cirkevni politice stalinismu. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze vychazime z konkrétniho mista
a zohlednujeme specifickou perspektivu tehdejsich zaki (jez je tém dne$nim pfiro-
zeneé blizka), mGzeme predpokladat vétsi zajem o problematiku. Otevira se zde téz
prostor pro aktualizaci. Téma nemordalniho bohatstvi cirkve se ve vefejném prosto-
ru stale objevuje, odpovidajici rétorika pritom casto reprodukuje predstavy, na néz
jsme narazili v konkrétnim socidlnim prostredi pisecké skoly v roce 1952 a 1953.

Déjepisné ucebnice mtizeme provazat s pameétnickou perspektivou. Kdyz jsem
pana K. E. konfrontoval s u¢ebnici, ktera se v dobé jeho studii na narodni skole po-
uzivala, vlibec si na ni nevzpomnél. Vybavila se mu vsak situace, ktera dobovy vztah
zakt k ucebnicim zajimavé dokresluje: ,,Kazdou chvili se vymériovaly nebo mazaly uceb-
nice. Normalné jsi dostal takovou tus a ucitelka ti nadiktovala, kterou fadku mas zamazat,
kterd je nepravdivd.

Kdyz jsem se pamétnika K. E. ptal, zda zazitek prepisovani uc¢ebnic néjak ovlivnil
jeho vztah ke skole a jeho dtvéru k predavanému vzdélani, odpovédél: ,Ne, ne, jd
myslim, Ze ne. My jsme byli déti a my jsme koukali, jak vypadnout ze Skoly co nejdfiv a jit
na hriste.“!s Tento komentar naznac¢uje mozna prekvapivou rezistenci déti vici skole
a jejim nastrojim ideologické vychovy.

Tolik pripadova sonda do konkrétnich skolnich prament. Pokud se vratime zpét
ke konceptu historického védomi, jak ho rozvrhl Hans-Jiirgen Pandel, mtizeme vy-
sledovat mnozstvi pranika s jednotlivymi kategoriemi, které utvareji schopnost
historicky myslet. Price se $kolnimi prameny a kazdodennosti v této souvislosti ne-
predstavuje pro ucitele dalsi tikol, ktery by byl pritézi k jiz tak prebujelé a obtizné
zvladnutelné latce. Pravé naopak, jedna se o jednoduchy a efektivni zptsob, jak lat-
ku redukovat s ohledem na naplnéni kurikularnich cila vzdélavani. llustrovali jsme,

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Summaries

Foreword

Just defining everydayness has been a subject for very long discussions. One inter-
pretation can produce a summary or enumeration or description of obviosity, which
of course would find persons interested in them, but would mostly separate away
from social context which is the one thing the historian must not leave aside. The
everydayness is for this reason contemplated also as a part of a wider view on cul-
tural history.

Culture isin this case comprehended inclusively as a combination of material and
spiritual manifestations of the human doing except of politics. In this case the cul-
ture is synonymous to “civilisation”. Political history is almost completely excluded,
but not in opposition. Understanding and considering the necessary social context
is impossible without the knowledge of the political history. Its presence is sub tex-
tual, but in the same time not inferior, it is just important to individually assess it for
interpreting everydayness. Everyday life consists of ordinary days and special days
and is also the subject of historical anthropology, which is in substance close to cul-
tural history in previously mentioned wider word meaning.

In this discursus can be everydayness observed in the period after the Second
World War. During the fifties the birth of the Western consumer society was con-
cluded. Thirst for it became persistent and motivating for the authoritative regimes
of the bounded East European society. In few countries of the Soviet bloc an attempt
was made to calm and influence societies by so called Goulash Communism. Liv-
ing standards in these countries improved a little, but the quality of them and the
economic foundation proved to be the problem. The economics of the Soviet type
worked since seventies with the lowered value, the goods were manufactured and
sold with loss. Some insufficient attempts for reform were made, but with given po-
litical conditions, there was no hope for real impact.

Lifestyle and everyday life in the Czechoslovakia during the 1950s and
1960s

This study contemplates basic factors of the style of life in Czechoslovakia during the
1950s and the 1960s with focus on the generation gap and opinions of young people.
It attempts to analyze historical progress in that area and show phenomena typical
for each period. For the 1940s and the beginning of the 1950s it is the general pursuit
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of collectivity. Really strong collectivist pressures attacked the foundations of the in-
dividuality only during a relatively short period and addressed only specific groups
in the society, especially amongst young people, who are susceptible to it in gen-
eral under other circumstances. Beyond the collectivism the Sovietisation and the
ostentatious acceptance of Soviet practices and inspirations were another distinct
and represented phenomenon. The Sovietisation, in spite of its obtrusiveness and
omnipresence, did not make an essential mark on the everyday life. The extensive
adoration of the manual labour and the working class is also often mentioned when
talking about the everyday life of the beginning of the 1950s as well as general appli-
cation of the class principles to the everyday life of the people and resulting decline
from previous social order. Basically there was a struggle between two leading life-
style philosophies at the beginning of the fifties. While the first one made an effort
to establish genuine culture of the proletariat, the second one tried to adopt the life-
style of the existing middle class. Since the half of the 1950s the second conception
established itself distinctively. The “Khrushchevism” of the second half of the 1950s
attempted to harmonize the divergence between ideology and products of the
modern civilisation that often came from the officially hated western countries. The
range of food and consumer goods was widened more attention was paid to their
aesthetic values as well. Renewed were also the attempts to create “a new socialist in-
dividual” and also the image of the socialist lifestyle as full-fledged alternative to the
western consumer society (at least on the theoretical level). The economic depres-
sion and resulting shortages at the beginning of the 1960s dispersed any naive ideas
about the life in socialism and early transition into the communist society. But it was
not only the depression influencing the lifestyle, but also the coming of age of the
post-war population boomers, which resulted in evolution of the popular art cul-
ture. Czech and Slovak youths discomforted party ideologists with their distaste for
involvement in politics and inclination to some features of the western consumer
society. The depression forced opening of the country to the western tourists and
the build-up of the related infrastructure. And the foreign impulses and following
changes like shift to more or less western type consumer society became the basic
factors of the sixties’ lifestyle. It is of course necessary to mention that it was very of-
ten only a game imitating elements of the western consumer society. This build-up
of the virtual bubble culminated in 1968 was numbed by the normalisation for only
a certain time and in some aspects.

e Martin Franc
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Everyday life in Czechoslovakia during the so called normalisation

After 1989 the research of communism focused moreover on repressions in the fifties
and human rights violation during the so called normalisation. In fact, most people
from the middle and lower classes, factory workers, collective farmers and lower en-
gineering personnel did not feel the lack of essential liberties. They did not discuss or
comment politics in public and whatever they said in private, the regime really did not
care. Most of the Czechoslovak citizens did not openly act against the communist re-
gime: they were also not willing to support the regime in case of crisis, which became
obvious during November 1989. They were willing to tolerate it as a necessary evil.
The regime made an attempt to pacify masses with generous social policy, which
aspired to make the society politically passive in spite of ostentatious request for its
active role in politics. The citizens were asked to care mainly about themselves and
their family. Social policy played a fundamental role in the policy line of the com-
munist party during the so called normalisation. The main effort of the party was to
ensure full employment as the foundation of the social stability. The social interven-
tions of the state were presented as the results of the socialist state’s care for people
and especially young families.

Media in Czechoslovakia 1945-1989 and their participation on forming
the everyday life of the inhabitants

From 1945 to 1948 the media in Czechoslovakia lived through rough changes. The
system of media was established on the bases that the main publishers of the peri-
odicals were to be only political parties and state institutions. Private enterprise was
excluded from the media. The time of changes claimed the existence of many peri-
odicals from the first republic and gave life to some new ones, which were released
during the rest of the existence of the communist regime. After the end of the world
war a new system was introduced, which rationed paper to issuers and publishers.
The system was in existence till 1980s and became a tool to favour some periodicals
or authors. Offer did not meet demand and readers had often a problem to buy their
favourite magazine or a book of their fancied author. During the fifties the regime
started to closely watch over all media information passed forward to Czechoslovak
citizens. The Central Press Supervision Office was established to control newspaper,
magazines, television and radio broadcasting, screenplays, theatre productions and
even maps and postcards through precensorship. Citizens were constantly persu-
aded by the media that the communist regime is the best one and therefore every
citizen should support the policy of the Communist party. The television broadcast-
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ing started in Czechoslovakia in 1953, but its reach was extended slowly over the
territory. The basic net of transmitters was completed in 1961, when the broadcast-
ing incidentally reached the number of one million concessionaries. During the
sixties the TV became an increasingly more popular form of spending leisure time
and its viewers balanced the number of radio listeners. In the time of Prague spring
the media distinctively supported policy of Dubcek’s communist leadership. Peo-
ple learned important information about actual political situation from the media.
During August 1968 the media also informed people about the Warsaw pact forces
invasion. During normalisation the media were under control of the communist
party and supported its home and foreign policy. From 1970 the TV broadcasted on
two channels and the Czechoslovak radio also changed the channel structure, which
stayed till the fall of the communist regime.

Institutionalization of the festivities during socialism (1948-1989)
as the tool of the political marketing

Human collectives tend to divide time between everyday time and the time of the
festivities. The feasts have special meaning for them, which is accented by making
rituals. A sophisticated system of festivities was created in the ancient empires. The
Church decided what the life of the Christian people should look like during fes-
tivities and in consequence partly uniformed their living. The representatives of the
forming modern national states took control over the festivities during the modern
period as a part of the fight for deconsecration.

During the time of socialism the festivities became a battlefield of the furious
fight between the communist ideology and religion. Secular and national values
were thoughtfully linked to the socialist state and the communist ideology in the
new system of festivities. That differentiated them from civilian ceremonies and fes-
tivities in Western Europe. Festivities with its ritualized representation introduced
by state functioned as tools to internalize socialist values and norms and in the same
to vent emotions. The new system of festivities was conveniently combined with the
holiday and the system of citizen ceremoniousness oriented on the human life cycle
was created. In the conditions of the socialist system some people completely refused
them, some adapted them in various ways to their own needs, some got around them
and some accepted them completely. The religious ceremonies existed at the same
time. The duality of the official ceremonies with informal ceremonies created a three
part model typical mostly for the 1970s and 1980s. But even the religious ceremonies
are not resistant to change and adjust to present needs of their participants.

e Zuzana Benuskova
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Union recreation in Czechoslovakia in 1950s and 1960s

This study analyzes the system of union recreations, a popular way of spending lei-
sure time before 1989. It also focuses on the pioneer camps, which in mass numbers
provided recreation in the countryside for children. The introduction also mentions
the ways of care and support provided to the labourers by the Nazi regime, either
through the Kraft durch Freude organization in the 1930s or the so called Heydrich
recreational action in the time of the Protectorate of Bohemia and Moravia.

The beginnings of the collectively spent holidays are connected to the immedi-
ate post-war period. In May 1945 the Central Union Council (URO) became the main
union institution authorized to take under its control all existing union associations
and federations in the Czech countries. The first vacationers left for their holiday
roughly during the same time. This was not one of the massive organized events; the
vacationers were previous prisoners from concentration camps and Nazi penitentia-
ries. The organisation changed qualitatively and quantitatively after February 1948,
when Central recreational department, later Central administration of recreational
care ROH started to attend to everything connected to holiday. At the same time
three basic types of a vacation were created: centrally operated and selected recrea-
tion (native or abroad), company vacation and since 1955 pioneer (child) recreation.
The focus on the deserved rest after work became an important and constant part of
the official propaganda.

Recreations turned into a very desired article. More requested were the so called
selected recreations, which were based on a number of properties, for example ho-
tels confiscated from previous German owners or so called collaborators and trai-
tors. New recreational facilities were constructed and vacations abroad were very
popular since the sixties. The ideological undermeaning of the union organized
vacation gradually dissipated and the collective cheap vacation remained. Smaller
company chalets outfitted modestly were quite familiar to employees and their
families. Pioneer camps helped the parents (especially mothers, whose employment
rate rose considerably) to deal with a relatively long time of the school holidays.

The union recreations remain till this day to a well known phenomenon of the
previous regime. It was a cheap alternative to the vacation and for many people re-
mained to be a sole opportunity to travel abroad. The theme of the recreations is get-
ting more interesting every day, it is maybe caused by the evident nostalgia coming
from many TV programmes.

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On the path to the car for the people. Brief characteristics of the Czecho-
slovakian and American automotive industries since the beginning of
the Depression till the times of the revolutionary technological changes
during the sixties

This study focuses on the car as a typical symbol of the consumer society and the
general situation in the automotive production in Czechoslovakia and the United
States of America since the beginning of the Great Depression till 1964. It analyses the
main factors influencing the construction but more importantly the attainability of
the car by the general masses. It analyses especially the transition from the war time
to the post-war production, which proved to be considerably different in both states.
In fact the American car factories managed to set on a completely different course in
car construction and manufacturing during the fifties. Whereas the Czechoslovakia
and almost all other countries of the world with the ability to manufacture passen-
ger vehicles constructed in the times of insufficiency light and often even two-stroke
machines, Americans made a simple calculation, that the manufacturing process of
a small or big car costs them roughly the same, but the big car can be sold for con-
siderably more money. As a result till the seventies typical American cars looked like
gigantic cruisers of the highways and became satirized targets of the Eastern bloc
propaganda. The Czechoslovakian nationalized industry led by AZNP Mlada Boleslav
and Tatra had a hard time renewing production and sale in the times, when usage
of vehicles for personal needs was disapproved. But during the fifties circumstances
changed when under the influence of the Western consumerism, the Czechoslova-
kian people themselves required better access to the symbol of the affluent society.

e Michal Ulvr

(Un)official cultural youth activities in Czechoslovakia during so called
normalisation

The fall of the regime in 1989 was of course caused by many factors - external (west-
ern pressure, M. S. Gorbachev in the role of the General Secretary of the USSR) and
internal (economics, environment, opposition). The coming of the new youth
generation in the 1980s was also an important internal factor. After many years it
was a generation not afflicted and traumatized by living through the events of 1968
(but also 1938 or 1948).

The term “youth” did not acquire its new meaning, it was comprehended as a spe-
cific entity, but also something that is advisable to keep under control. Democratic,
authoritative and totalitarian regimes boasted about their best intentions and care
not only for children, but also for young people. Politicians accepted their existence,
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but at the same time drew the lines for their activities, strictly watched and organ-
ized by real adults.

The Czechoslovak communist regime was perfectly aware of the potential
“threat” of the free time. Till its fall and depending on the situation it tried in the
name of so called “battle for juvenils” to hold back and fight the activities of youths.
During the 1980s the regime was short-winded in its campaign and was forced to
relieve the pressure somewhere. The youth took the opportunity and their new ac-
tivities could be pointed out as the seeds of the new civil society. They themselves un-
derstood them as “freedom islands” that helped them survive the pre-revolution re-
gime. Young environmentalists, punk fans, new wave fans (and rock fans in general),
peace activists, young Christians in various groups and slowly forming student ac-
tivities created a platform ready to support changes coming with the year 1989 and
some of them really acted on it. The old regime was not dissolved by the juveniles,
but they surely did contribute to the changes not only before 1989 but also after it.

e Miroslav Vanéek

“Strange friendship” of director Stekly. Short observation about a long
Barrandov career (1945-1985)

The text comprehends the relation between the politics and culture (movies), every-
day life of the filmmaker - especially after beginning of the normalisation. It analy-
ses the subject on the bases of the life of director Karel Stekly (1903-1987) and his
long Barrandov career and quite a different example of Jifi Menzel (1938), the repre-
sentative of the “new wave”, young but internationally famous holder of an Oscar for
Closely Watched Trains (1966). At the beginning of the 1970s Barrandov’s new leader-
ship made it impossible for him to work in the field. Menzel like other filmmakers
naturally wanted to do his work and shoot movies. The conditions were clear: try to
come to an agreement with normalisation authorities, who on purpose dragged out
the time of uncertainty, vagueness and humiliation (from the viewpoint of the cul-
tural anthropology it could be specified as the clear linear phase of transition) with
those “sinners”. Stekly became a holder of the Venice prize Golden Lion for the movie
Sirens (1947) and in 1952 created movie Anna the Proletarian. After the beginning of
normalisation he certainly did not belonge to the ostracized workers of Barrandov
studios, on the contrary: Czechoslovak State Film strived after his services. In spite of
that and for the sake of his career he entered into a “strange friendship” with Miro-
slav Miiller, secretary and director of culture department of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia (1972-1989).

e Petr Kopal
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The Svazarmists and the rebels - “different” fifties

This study applies Alf Liidtke’s and Thomas Lindenberger’s concept of a wide spec-
trum of the society’s attitude towards ideological directions into school educational
environment. Following the research of Matéj Kotalik, Martin Franc and Jifi Knapik
it comprehends two youth groups living in the fifties: Svazarmists and the rebels (in
Czech called “Pésci” - it literally means “Belts”), that represent two completely dif-
ferent youth attitudes towards the regime. Phenomenon of the rebels is analysed in
this study as independent, in part socially pathological subculture of young people,
which shaped itself politically just under the influence of the regime. The political
views were often imposed on it. The study also comprehends the representation of
the rebels in the film from the 1950s till present day. Didactic application is based on
the confrontation of multimedia, utilization of memories depicting life in the rebel
gangs and period ideologically influenced cartoons. The theme of nonconformist
young people makes it possible to draw the multiperspective image of the fifties and
demonstrate the oppressive actions of the regime on the basis of adequate social
and cultural context, call attention to the limitations of these actions and to strate-
gies some youth groups used to avoid these actions.

o Jaroslav Pinkas

Everydayness through the eyes of school sources

The study focuses on the utilization of the methodological concepts of the everyday-
ness in the context of the history education. It uses a didactic concept of the his-
torical mind outlined by Hans-Jiirgen Pandel. In the centre of attention stand school
sources (photography, school memorials, testimonies witnesses, period textbooks),
that can bring along testimony to the period everydayness in the school. General
reflection is enriched by the illustrative case study derived from the sources of Jan
Amos Komensky elementary school in Pisek. The selection of the materials also fo-
cuses on the period of Stalinism. The methodological procedures which aim to fulfil
Curriculum Goals and Objectives are based on concrete examples. School sources
have a strong motivational effect on students because of their connection to the
place they know. The educational potential of the sources is related also to the con-
nection to the familiar social environment. Thanks to their knowledge of the social
mechanisms of the school, they can easily reflect the differences between the actual
state and the fifties for example. The study aims to prove that the methodological
historiographical innovations connected to concepts of everydayness and historical
anthropology can be used in history education as well.
